	Introduction
	Shri Rajpal Rathore ,Village- Uchera, Block-Karkeli was growing chick pea earlier with the indigenous technology known to him. He was using very old seed variety with seed treatment and with no use of bio fertilizer. Due to wilt attack, he was getting very poor yield. His per hectare income was very low.

	 KVK intervention
	After coming in contact with KVK scientist, he used variety JG-12 seed treated with Trichoderma viridae alongwith other bio fertilizers enriched with vermin-compost. Krishi Vigyan Kendra provided training and critical input to the farmer.

	Output
	 He obtained 42.4 % yield over farmer practice. Yield was recorded 14.10 q/ha in the recommended practice whereas it was only 9.9 q/ha in the farmers own practice. The net return of the farmer increased by 69.59 %.
