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Introduction

			Krishi Vighyan Kendra Umaria has came to existence on January 2007. State Govt. has provided 20 ha land at Dabrauha village 8 km. distance from Distt. head quarter. Dabrahua Farm is located longitude of 230- 37’ N, latitude of 300-10’ E-80050’ E & MSL is 487.95 m (Distt. planning & statistical office 2006). Actual work was initiated during July 2007, whole area of the farm was covered by perennial herbs & shrubs. There was no cultivation taken since last 20 yrs hence first initiative was taken to clean the covered area & make it to cultivation. The cleaning work was although expansive but it was only the option to start the seed production programme, after cleaning of total area it was decided to inoculate lac insects on naturally grown palash plants. As for as the soil type was concerned most of the area was not suitable for crop production, out of 20 ha land light sloppy bolder mixed soil contributed 8 ha, extremely light eroded & bank of nala soil was 8 ha, purely nala covered 2 ha, hill top and slight sloppy land was found 1 ha area in spite of 3 ha area was suitable for crop production, therefore it was decided that only the way was grow horticultural & forestry plants like Aonla, Guava, eucalyptus & teak. At present at KVK Farm there are no fencing, irrigation and threshing floor etc are available.
          The soil type of farm is sandy loam having 0.56 per cent, 209.5, 19.3 & 269.8 kg per hectare O.C., N, P & K respectively. The average annual rainfall of the district varies from 1000 to 1300 mm between the places. Although year 2015-16 was declared the drought year due to low rainfall (only 784.4 mm)by the State Government. The district has moderate winter and hot summer climate.
Objective of Farm- 
Main objectives of KVK  Farm are-
1. Breeder seed production programme during Kharif & Rabi season to meet the requirement of quality seeds to farmer’s of the district.
2. To develops as the model of different improved agro techniques to demonstrate to the farmers of the district.
3. To demonstrate the natural resource management according to district topography and agro climatic situations.
4. To provide the improved variety of vegetables, fruits, plantation seedling to district growers.
